e As adense spreading groundcover, plumbago is a good choice
for erosion control.

GARDEN ATTRIBUTES .

o A versatile perennial tolerant of both full sun and mostly
shade conditions, this groundcover is appropriate for garden
edges, rock gardens, border fronts, under shrubs, or
interplanted with bulbs to increase its aesthetic impact in a
location.

e Although not evergreen like vinca or ivy, the striking blue
flowers more than offset this shortcoming.

e Tolerant of a wide range of soil and moisture conditions
including heavy clay or well drained sand. However,
consistently saturated soils should be avoided.
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
