butterflies. Iberis is comparably deer and rabbit resistant.

GARDEN ATTRIBUTES

e Unlike many groundcovers, Iberis is very well behaved and is
easy-to-control if it spreads past its designated boundaries.

o A perfect rock garden perennial for cascade plantings over
large boulders. Excellent along sunny borders and beside
patios or walkways.

e Iberis requires well-drained soils; it will perish in heavy
saturated soils.
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e Iberis is evergreen in warmer climates but is only semi- ‘Snowflake’

evergreen in harsher winters. Cut back 1/3 of the plant after

the first bloom to encourage reblooming and improved plant
habit.
