e The Salvia genus prefers well drained soils that go through
periodic moist-dry cycles. Poorly drained soils or those that
are consistently saturated should be avoided. Soil
amendments such as compost or other organic matter can
help Salvia thrive in clay soils.

o After the flower stalks have finished their blooming cycle,
remove the entire stalk to encourage reblooming. ‘East Friesland’
